Magraret Archer. In memoriam

Margaret Archer was one of Britain’s leading sociologists and also played a major role on
the world stage.

My collaboration with her was both intellectual and practical. We shared an attach-
ment to the critical realist philosophy of Roy Bhaskar (1944-2014), which she developed
into fundamental analyses of structure and culture, and later of reflexivity and what she
called the ‘internal conversation. We diverged somewhat on what Anthony Giddens
called structuration, which she conceptualised in more dualist terms as morphogenesis
and morphostasis, and had a friendly argument in a chapter in a book on Giddens:.

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I first met her, I think, in 1986 when she, as incoming President of the International
Sociological Association, and her Warwick colleague James Beckford invited me to fol-
low James as editor of the journal Current Sociology. She had herself edited the journal,
at Tom Bottomore’s invitation, from 1973 to 1981. Reporting on the journal, I saw her at
annual meetings of the ISA Executive (in late-communist Poland and Bulgaria) and the
quadrennial conference in Madrid in 1990. This suffered both from the heat (and the
attention of pickpockets) and from other local machinations, which she exposed to us at
the Executive meeting with forensic precision and considerable dramatic verve. Thanks
to her skill, the conference passed off successfully, including her presidential address, ‘So-
ciology for One World, which was one of the starting points of sociology’s engagement
with globalisation=.

Together we mourned our mutual friends, the philosopher and sociologist Gillian
Rose (in 1995) and in 2014 Roy Bhaskar and another realist philosopher, Andrew Collier.
We had collaborated on editing a Festschrift for Andrew, published in 20043, presenting
preliminary versions to him in 2003 when he was already seriously ill.

I wrote about reflexivity in that volume, not knowing that it would play such an im-
portant part in Margaret’s subsequent work. It is perhaps worth saying that as we learn
more and more about the cognitive capacities of other animals, and even insects, it may
be that the internal conversation and reflexivity are among the few things unique to hu-
mans.

At the end of The Reflexive Imperative, Margaret announced ‘that homo academicus
is dead and that what should appear on his death certificate is “morphogenesis™. It
survives her own death and her achievement will continue to inspire future generations.
